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C. This letter in the chemical alphabet signifies
nitre. It iz also sometimes used in preseriptions
for ealx.

CAA-AP'TA, Dorste’nia DBrazilicn’sis seu cordi-
fo'lia sen placentot’des seu vitel'la.  Order, Urti-
cese. 'The root, aceording to Piso, is employed as
emetic and antidiarrheeie.

CAA-ATAY'A. A plant of Brazil, supposed
to be a species of gratiola. It is very bitter,
and considered to be one of the best indigenous
cathartics.

CAACICA, Enphorbia capitata.

CAA-GHIYU'YO, Fru'tex bac'cifer Brazilien'-
sis. A shrub of Brazil, whose leaves, in powder,
are considered detersive.

CAAOPIA, Hypericum bacciferum.

CAAPEBA, Pareira brava, Pothomorpha pel-
tata and P. umbellata.

CAAPONGA, Crithmum maritimuam,

CAAROBA. A DBrazilian tree whose leaves,
in decoction, promote perspiration. Sece Cera-
tonia,.

CABAL/, Cablala, Cubal'la, Cal'bala, Caba'lia,
Kab'ala, Gaballe. This word is from the He-
brew, and signifies knowledge transmitted by
tradition. Paracelsus and several authors of the
16th and I7th centuries have spoken much of
this species of magic, which they distinguished
into Juda'ie or theolog''ian, and Hermet'ic or me-
dic’’inal ; the latter, being, according to them,
the art of knowing the most occult properties of
bodies by an immediate communication with
#pirits,—the knowledge being thus acquired by
ingpiration, and incapable of inducing error. It
was also called Ars cabalis’tica seu signa'ta, ‘ca-
balistic art.

CABAL/TIAU. A plant of Mexico, according
to Dalechamps, which passes for an antidote to
white hellcbore, and yet is used for poisoning
arrows. 1t is unknown to botanists.

CAB/ALIST, Cabalis'ta. Onc instructed in the
Cabal.

CABALLATION, Cynoglossum.

CABARET, Asarun.

CABBAGE, (caput, (1) capuceio, ‘a head.’)
Brassica —c¢. Cow, Nymphma odorata-—e. Irish,
Dracontium feotidum — e. Skunk, Dracontium
feetidum — ¢, Swamp, Dracontium fotidum —e.
Tree, Geoffrma inermis— c. Water, Nymphza
odorata.

CAC'AGOGUE, Cacago'gus, Cae'cagogue, Cac-
cago’qus, (from cacce, and ayew, ‘to expel’) An
ointment, composed of alum &nd honey; which,
when applied to the anus, produced an evacuation,

CACALEXITERIA, (caco, and eXefew, ‘I ward
off,’) Alexiteria.

CACA'LIA ANTEUPHOR/BIUM, (xaxaha,)
Anteuphor'binm.  Ord. Composite. A plant,
which Dodoens and others considered to be capa-
ble of tempering the eaustic properties of euphor-
binm, Tt is also called Kietv/ia.

Many varieties of the Cacalin are used, in dif-
ferent countries, chiefly as condiments.

CACANTHRAX, (caco, and anthrazx,) see An-
thrax.

CA'CAO, Ca’coa, Cuca’vi, Quahoil, Cucava’tu.
The cocoa or chocolate nut; fruit of Theobro’ma
Ca’cao, Co'con Cacavifrera, Co'cao mi'nor seu
sati'va, Cacao theobro'ma, (I.) Cacaoyer ou Cacno-
teer ordinaire. Family, Malvacese, Sex. Syst.
Polydelphia Pentandria.

CACAOTIER ORDINAIRE, see Cacao.

CACAPHTHA, (caco, and aphtha,) sec Aphthes,

CACATION, (cacare, ‘to go to stool’) Defe-
cation,

CACATORTA, Diarrheea.

CAC’ATORY, Cacato'rius. Febris cacato'ria ;
a kind of intermittent fever, accompanied by
copious alvine evacuations.

CACAVATA, Cacao.

CACAVI, Cacao, Jatropha manihot,

CACCAGOGUE, Cacagogue.

CACCE, (xaxxn,) Excrement.

CACCION'DE. A sort of pill, chiefly formed
of catechu, recommended by Baglivi in dysentery.

CACEPHEBOTE'SIA, (caco, and ejnforns, ‘pu-
berty.”) Morbid puberty. Disease oceurring at
the period of puberty.

CACHALOT, sce Cetaceum.

CACHANG-PARANG. A sort of bean of Su-
matra, mentioned by Marsden, whose seeds arc
given in pleurisy. Jussieu considered it to be
the Mimo'sa scandens.

CACHEC/TIC, Cachec'tes, Cachec'ticus, (T.)
Cachectigue, (same etymon as Cachexic.) Onc at-
tacked with cachexia. Belonging to cachexia.
Cachec'tica remed'ia are remedies against ca-
chexia.

Cacuecric Diseases, Cachec'tici mor'bi, are
constitutional diseases — gout, scrofula, tubereu
losis, for example.

CACHELCOMA, (caco, and éxog, ‘uleer.”) Hel-
cocace.

CACHEN-LAGUEN, Chironia Chilensis.

CACHET, (B.) (‘a seal’) A stamp or med'i-
cine stamp or seal, used by the ancient Romans
for marking their drugs, especially those pre.
scribed in diseases of the eyes; and hence called,
by some, oe’ulist stamps. Some of “hose more
lately discovered amongst Roma: usutiguities,
have been described by MM. Sichel and Ducha-
lais, and by Prof. Simpson, of Edinburgh.

CACHEX'TA, (xaxeba, rom caco, and &,
‘habit.’) Sta'tus cachec'ticus, ¢ .chex'y, Dys'thesis,
(F.) Cachexie. A condition in whish the system
of nutrition is evidently depraved. A bad habit
of body, chiefly the result of scorbutie, cancerous,
tuberculous or venereal discases when in their ad-
vanced stage. Ience we hear of a Scorbu'tic
Cachex'ia, Can'cerous Cachexia, &c. Sauvages
and Cullen have included under this head a
number of diseases— consumptions, dropsies, &e.
Cachexia has been sometimes confounded with
diathesis. Cachexia Icter'ica is jaundice or icte-
rus itself, or a disposition thereto. Fluor albus
is sometimes called Cachexia Uteri'na.

CACHEXIA AFRICANA, Chthonophagia —e. Cal-
culosa, Lithia—c.

Ome of these, when
heated in the fire, and cooled in wlhey, communi-
cates an astringency to the liquid, so that it was
ancicntly esteemed to be useful in dysentery.

CACHOS. An oriental fruit, apparently of a
Solannm, which is estcemed lithontriptic.

CACHOTU, Catechu,

CACHRYS LIBANOQ/TIS, (kaew, ‘to burn’[?].)
An unbelliferous plant which grows in Africa
and the south of Europe. It is aromatic and
astringeut. TIts seeds are extremely acrid.

CACHUN'DE. An Indian troch or pastile
composed of amber, mastic, musk, cinnamon,
aloes, rhubarb, galanga, pearls, rubies, emeralds,
garnets, &e.

In'dian  Fig, (¥.) Cactier, Ragquette, Figuier

Its fruit, which
has the shape of the fig, is of a sweetish taste, and
colours the urine red when eaten. Its leaves are
considered refrigerant.

The fruits of different species of cactus are
called Tunas.

CADA'BA, Strog'mia. A genus of the family
Capparidee, natives of India and Arabia. The
young shoots of the Cuda’ba furino’sa are con-
sidered to be an antidote against venomous
bites.

CADA'VER, Pto'ma, Nec'ros. A dead body,
corse, corpse, (S¢.) corp, a sublject ; a car'cass,
(F.) Cadavre. (The word has been supposed to
come from cado, ‘I fall;” and by some to he a
contraction from care data vermibus, ‘flesh given
to the worms.’)

CADAVERIC, Cadaverous.

CADAVERISA'TION, Cadaverisa’tio. A con-
dition of a part in which, from its paleness, cold-
ness, and loss of vital manifestations, it resembles
the dead body.

longing to the dead body; as cadaverous smell.
The Cadav'erous or Hippoerat'ic' face (sce Face),
is an unfavourable sign in disease, and generally
denotes a fatal termination.

The
Arabs attribute to its fresh leaves the power of
relieving colie.

CADMUIA, (kaducie and xedua,) Calamina, Tutia.

CADMI'L SUL'PHAR, Cud'mii 8. (Ph. U. 8.,)
Cadmi'um sulphu'ricum, Sulphas Cadmicus, Meli'ni
Sulphas, Klapro'thii Sulphas, Klapro'thium Sul-
plu'rieun, Meli'num Sulphu'vicum, Swl'phate of
Cad'mivin. A formula for its preparation has
been introduced into the Ph. U. 8. for 1863, It
consists in dissolving eadmium in witric acid, pre-
cipitating by carbonate of sode, dissolving in sul-
phuric acid, and crystallizing.

Used in spots on the cornea, and in chronic
torpid inflammation of the conjunctiva, in the
quantity of half a grain to a grain to the ounce
of water. It does not differ materially in its pro-
perties from sulphate of zine. The nitrate, in the
dose of one-eighth of a grain, induces vomiting
and putging.

The Iodide has been strongly recommended as
possessing all the advantages of the preparations
of jodine; and in the form of ointment, in the
proportion of one part to eight parts of lard, has
been nsed in serofulous and other tumefactions.

Hémorrhoides aveugles, are those unaccompanied
by any discharge.

CZAE'CAL, (from Caxewm,) Omeca'lis. Belonging
to the Ceecum. The Cxeal arteries and veins are
the branches of the Arierie ¢t vena colice dextre
inferiores, distributed to the Ceccum. The Ceecal
or blind extremity of a duct is its closed termina-
tion. See Csecum,

CABCATRIX, Cicatrix.

CA'CITAS, Crcite'do, (from cweus,) Ablep'sia,
Obezea'tio, Ocemea'tio, Anop'sia, T'y'philotes, T'y-
phlo'sis, Oceity, Blind'ness, (F.) Aveuglement,
Cécité, Perte de la vue. Cmeitas may be depend-
ent upon many different discases—as upon aman-
rosis, specks, hypopyon, cataract, glaucoma, oph-
thalmia, atrophy of the eye, &e.
